Hello fellow ASQ members,

Illiana has had 18 recertifications since June of 2007 to 2008. The recertification process
starts by filling out the recertification application. The recertification form can be found on
the ASQ website, go to the recertification journal and application. You can fill out the form
on-line by just clicking on the form. You can only print the form and not save the form to
your computer. Remember to fill out all of the form including your name, address, phone
numbers, and credit card information or attach a check made out to ASQ with member and
section number.

The corresponding documentation (Employment, meetings, committees, proctoring, classes,
etc) should be placed with the correct credit sheet. The credit sheets have a documentation
required section. These documents are needed to verify the RU credits.

Send the recertification application and corresponding documentation to the recertification
chair at Federal Signal Corp. 2645 Federal Signal Drive, University Park, IL 60466, to the
Attn. Kim Bernas. Members may e-mail me at kbernas@fedsig.com for an alternate address.
The next step in the process is for the Recertification Chair to audit the recertification appli-
cation with the verifying documentation. The Recertification Chair then sends the recertifi-
cation application and payment to ASQ.
